After retiring from Miami Police Department, Delmer accepted a position
with the Grand River Dam Authority Police as the Chief from 1981 until 1999. After retiring
from the Grand River Dam Authority Police, Delmer chose to continue working in law
enforcement for the Ottawa County Sheriff’s Office until 2017. When Delmer was not
working, you could catch him fishing or hunting. Delmer was also a lifelong fan of the
University of Oklahoma Sooners. Most of all, Delmer loved his lord and savior Jesus
Christ. He was proud to be a Deacon of his church until he stepped down in 2018. He will
always be remembered as a caring person who loved his family very much.
