Then come 2001 I was planning my
wedding to my husband who has filled my life with so much love
and when I had the date set only 10 months from our 1st date, I
made a call and anyone who knows the story knows this is where
fate intended me to be. Not much notice for her to plan a trip. Chuck
was sharing her again. Not only was she at my wedding but when
Pop wanted a Vale just 48 hours before the wedding I went to
Nancy and handed her a vale and asked her to help as there was
no time and no plan and of course she delivered with time to spare
as she always did no questions asked.
